We have not always met at Monti’'s. The
meetingswere held in a variety of restaurantsn
the early yearsof the group.

Mesaandthento the BlackeyedPea. Whenthe
Pea went out of businesswe went back to
Monti's for lack of any placeelseto go. The
concernghathavebeenexpresse@boutMonti’s
are the cost and the limited selection of the
banquetmenu. At the BlackeyedPeayou could
orderanythingyou wantedoff the regularmenu
butnotatMonti’'s. A lot of peoplehavesaidthat
they just don’t want to get (and pay for) a full

meal andthat haskept a numberof peoplefrom

attendingthe meetings. The advantageof going
to the ChandlerFashionCenteris that you can
get whatever you want to eat or drink (or
nothing, for that matter) as long as you get
whateverit is from some place located at the
Center. The restaurantlist with telephone
numberdss givenbelow. The otherrestrictionis
that no alcoholis allowed. The ideais that we
will start at 6:30 as usualwith networkingand
generalconversation. Then about7 we go off
and get whatever we want, and there is no
requiremento getanything. If you aregoingto
ordertakeoutfrom oneof theregularrestaurants,
you might wantto arrangeto haveit readyat 7.
If you aregoingto usethe food court, of course,
advance arrangementsare not necessary(or
useful). The food courtis just aroundthe corner
from the PriceRoom,andmostof therestaurants
(but not all, such as the Cheesecakd~actory
which is on the oppositeside of the mall) arein
the immediatearea. Thenwe will eat, andthe
programwill starta bit after 8 asit usuallydoes.
We do haveto cleanup our trashbeforewe leave

so each person should take care of his own stuff.

Thereis normally a $200 for use of the Price
Community Room, but the fee is waived for us
since we are non-profit. This is good since
otherwisewe couldn’t afford it. The room is
locatedon the southside of the mall towardthe
centerof the Center(fully intended). If you are
entering the mall through the main south side
entrancewalk throughthe food court, turn right
and go around the corner. You will see a
hallway that leadsto the Price Room. If you
look aroundyou will seearrowspointing you in



the right direction. If you are coming south
on Loop 101, get off at Chandler Blvd.

Continue acrossChandlerand turn right on

Frye Road. Go weston Frye until you come
to the south entrancejust acrossfrom the
HarkinsTheaterComplex. If you arecoming
southon 110, go pastChandleBlvd. andtake
Loop 202 Eastto the McClintock/Chandler
Village Drive exit. Continueeaston Chandler
Village Drive (parallel to Loop 202). The
roadturnsleft acrossa bridge over Loop 202
andrunsdirectly into the southentrancgwell

almost directly). If you are taking surface

streets,you are familiar with the area and
know how to get there. [A map of the
relevant portion of the interior of the mall
appearson page 6 of this edition of The
Advisor -- ed.]
